Show 2-digit numbers on a bead string and write the place value addition.


Partition 2-digit numbers into multiples of ten and one.


Use place value to add and subtract.


Begin to know by heart pairs with a total of 20.


Add and subtract 10 to/from 2-digit numbers by using counting in tens.


 Recognise all coins.


 Add the values of 2 coins.


 Read the time to the half hour on digital and analogue clocks.


 Read the time to the ¼ hour on analogue clocks.


Measure length to the nearest centimetre.


 Follow and give instructions involving position, direction and movement including left and right. Recognise whole, half and quarter turns, both clockwise and anticlockwise.


 Count in 2s and 10s. Recognise odd and even numbers to at least 20.
