Numeracy: 


Understand place value in 6-digit numbers. Place 6-digit numbers on a line. Compare 6-digit numbers. Add and subtract 1s, 10s, 100s, 1000s, 10,000s and 100,000s. Use compact column addition to add any pair of 5 digit numbers.


Understand place value in numbers with 3 decimal places, compare, place on lines and begin to round to the nearest whole, 0.1 or 0.01. Multiply and divide by 10, 100 and 1000 to give answers with 0, 1, 2 or 3 decimal places. Solve problems involving number. Use compact column addition to add 2 or 3 amounts of money or numbers with 2 decimal places in a measures context, e.g. meters, rounding to approximate.


Add several prices, then find change from £50 and £100 and a difference between two amounts of money using counting up subtraction (Frog). Use compact decomposition to subtract pairs of 5-digit numbers and to subtract 3-digit and 4-digit numbers from 5-digit numbers.


Name parts of circles (radius, diameter, circumference) and know that the diameter is twice the radius. Classify and sort quadrilaterals. Find unknown angles in any triangles, quadrilaterals, and regular polygons


Find common multiples and factors. Find numbers that have a pair of prime factors


Place 5-digit numbers on a line and round to the nearest 10, 100 or 1000. Place 6-digit numbers on a line and round to the nearest 10, 100, 1000, 10,000 or 100,000. Use short multiplication to multiply 4-digit numbers and 4-digit amounts of money by single-digit numbers. Use rounding to approximate


Recognise fraction and decimal equivalents. Use short division to divide 3-digit and 4-digit numbers by 1-digt numbers and by 11 and 12; round up or down. Write answers with remainders as fractions, e.g. 23¾, simplify fractions and write as decimals, e.g. 23.75.

Science: 


Living things -  Classification:


Recap on the classification of living things that children already know: plants and animals and how they are grouped further. Establish that there are 5 Kingdoms altogether including Fungi, Protista and Monera too. Discuss early classification by Aristotle 350BCE.


Introduce Carl Linnaeus as the ‘father of classification’. Find out how he simplified and unified the naming of living things using a binomial Latin system which is still used today.


Explain that today we have 7 levels of classification compared to Linnaeus’s 5: Kingdom, Phylum, Class, Order, Family, Genus, Species.


Take a closer look at micro-organisms – from Monera, Protista and Fungi Kingdoms. Also discuss whether or not viruses are living. 


Look in detail at a flowering plant and describe features. Make a careful botanical drawing.


create classification keys to identify a selection of birds, butterflies or bumblebees using photographs.


Study continuous variation using heights of children. In groups research and classify living things from different habitats.

Finding a Voice

Numeracy: 


Add/subtract multiples of 0.01 to/from numbers with two decimal places, crossing multiples of 0.1 and 1. Understand place value in numbers with three decimal places.


Measures, including time. Conversions between measures, up to 3 decimal places. Reading 24 hour timetables and make time conversions. Draw line graphs.7


Identify, describe and build 3D shapes using nets. Turn improper fractions into mixed numbers and vice versa. Compare, order, add and subtract fractions with unrelated denominators.


Use grid multiplication to multiply 3-digit numbers by 2-digit numbers. Use long multiplication to multiply 3-digit numbers by numbers between 10 and 20, then between 20 and 30.


Know what each digit represents in 7-digit numbers. Use place value to add and subtract. Compare numbers up to 10 million. Use negative numbers


Add and subtract near multiples of integers including decimals (e.g. +/- 0 2.99, 3.02). Use knowledge of the order of operations and brackets to carry out calculations.














Geography: 


Children to conduct survey on how children in school travel to school.


To produce a school travel plan that aims to reduce risks around changed school entrance and tighter access on Greaves Street.


To produce flyers advising parents to park on Dorset Street and walk around to and out to parents.

Science: Electricity


Revision - completing and repairing circuits from previous knowledge


Children discover the symbols that are used in circuit diagrams before using them to create their own circuits. Can they create working circuits from a diagram?


Repair broken circuits and identify repairs needed using circuit diagrams.


Look closely at the structure of a light bulb. Does the length of the wires make a difference to how brightly a bulb glows in a simple circuit? What about the thickness of the wire?


Plan and carry out another enquiry to answer their own questions about the number and voltage of cells used in a simple circuit. They predict outcomes and draw circuit diagrams.


Learn about the differences between series and parallel circuits


Children apply their knowledge and understanding of simple circuits to control technology.
